Please note that the graduate program is to be completed within four years for a licentiate degree and eight years for a doctorate degree. The net time of study for graduate students aiming for a doctorate may not exceed four years. The net time of study for graduate students aiming for a licentiate may not exceed two years.  Graduate study grants and salaried employment as a doctoral fellow may be combined with a 20% position as an assistant during the entire period of study, which means that the total period of study including time spent as an assistant may not exceed a net of five years.

Salaried employment as a doctoral fellow on a part-time basis (at least 50% of full time) should be granted if the doctoral candidate so wishes and if it is deemed appropriate. For part-time studies, graduate study grants must comprise at least 50% of a full grant.

Faculty guidelines stipulate that the progress of doctoral studies be assessed halfway through the program (doctorate).

First year: Two visits to Sweden, two months each. Taking at least two courses, and applying for litterature studies, databases, and supervision sessions.

Second year: As above, and preparing articles for publication under supervision.

Third year: As above, and participating inm seminars, conferences and own  presentations.

Fourth year: As above, and preparing of thesis.

The basic rule for graduate students at the Faculty of Pharmacy, pre-clinical medicine at the Faculty of Medicine, and those at the Faculty of Medicine who are not employed as physicians comprises: 

Year 1: Graduate study grant or salary as doctoral fellow, in exceptional cases scholarship (+ insurance coverage), corresponding at least to a graduate study grant after tax.
Year 2: Graduate study grant or salary as doctoral fellow, in exceptional cases scholarship (+ insurance coverage), corresponding at least to a graduate study grant after tax.

Year 3: Salary as doctoral fellow

Year 4: Salary as doctoral fellow

Copy of the agreement with financier must be enclosed (in cases where the program is funded by an employer).

Doctoral candidates who are employed as physicians are exempt from the basic rule. In these cases an agreement must be drawn up stipulating the time the doctoral candidate is to be released from clinical duties to take part in graduate studies on a full-time or at least half-time basis (net time for studies 4 years for doctorate, 2 years for licentiate).  This agreement must be signed by the candidate, the department head, supervisor, and head of clinic. This agreement must be enclosed with the individual plan of studies. Appendix:1. Please note that 

 supervisors and graduate students are both required to report deviations from the individual plan of studies to the department head or the equivalent,

in cases in which such deviation is considerable the department head (or equivalent) must demand that both the graduate student and the supervisor submit a written explanation,

in the event that the graduate student/supervisors have seriously shirked their responsibilities under the plan of studies, the department head (or equivalent) shall propose that the Faculty Board take action,

a petition to regain access to supervision and other resources must be submitted to the department head (or equivalent), who will forward the matter to the Faculty Board accompanied by a statement from him/her.

Changes may be made in the individual plan of studies during the course of the program. The supervisor, associate supervisor, graduate student, and department head must certify that they have been informed of the proposed change. The proposal is to be submitted to the Office of the Faculty, P.O. Box 256, SE-751 05 Uppsala, SWEDEN.
